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REGULATIONS

of the Urals International Piano Duos Competition in Memory of A.G.Bakhchiev “Dialogues at the Piano”

1. Organizers

2. 
Goals

         1) to create environment for the development of the special culture of communication of young pianists and teachers at music education institutions, to help preserve and develop fundamentals of piano performance in the Urals region;


2) to preserve traditions of the piano duo performance which help understand the fine mastery of the outstanding musicians of the past;

          3) to attract attention of the wide audience in order to get children and their parents involved in the cultural life of the city of Yekaterinburg.
3. Time and place of the Competition
          1) In 2021, the Urals International Piano Duos Competition in Memory of A.G. Bakhchiev “Dialogues at the Piano” (further referred to as “the Competition”) has one round. Participation is online (based on video recordings). The deadline for application submission – no later than April 15.  
          2) Competition results will be announced on April 24 on the Competition website k.glinka1935.ru, as well as on the website музшкола2.екатеринбург.рф.
          3) Competition award documents (diplomas) will be sent electronically before April 30, 2021 to the email address written in the application.  

4. Participants

1) Competition is open to students of music and art schools for children, students of special music schools, junior colleges of music, conservatories, music departments of universities, teachers of art schools for children;

2) Competition is divided into the following categories.

Category I – piano duos of students of music schools and art schools for children, as well as special music schools. Within Category I, participants are divided into age groups.  

Category I “A” – through age 9;

Category I “B” – ages 10 to 11;

Category I “C” – ages 12 to 13;

Category I “D” – ages 14 to 16;

Age category of a duo is defined based on the birth date of its older participant

as of April 15, 2021:

Category II – piano duos of students of junior colleges of music, conservatories, and music departments of universities. 

Category III – “Teacher and student” – students and teachers at music schools, art schools for children, and special music schools.

Category IV – piano duos of teachers at music schools, art schools for children, and special music schools.

Participation of six- and eight-hand piano ensembles is allowed in all categories.

5. 
Program requirements
1) In category I (children’s ensembles), the program should up to 10 minutes in categories I “A” and I “B” and up to 15 minutes in categories I “C” and I “D.”

     In category II (college students), the program should be up to 20 minutes.

     In category III (teacher and student), the program should be within 15 minutes.

     In category IV (teachers’ duos), the program should be within 20 minutes.
2) It is allowed to perform individual movements of a multi-movement composition, as well as the entire composition, if it fits within the time limit.
3) In all categories, it is required that a piece from the classic or romantic period is included in the program.
4) Programs of participants may only include original works written for piano ensemble (four, six or eight hands or two pianos) as well as published arrangements.
5) Performance of arrangements of works for piano and orchestra is not allowed.

6) Arrangements of jazz or popular pieces are not allowed. 

7) Two-pianos arrangements of pieces originally written for four hands are not allowed.

8) Performance is allowed both by heart and with sheet music.
6. Video recordings: technical requirements
1) Each composition included in the concert program is recorded as one file without stopping videorecording, without video and audio edits.

2) Both amateur and professional videorecording can be done.

3) Video recordings should distinctly display the keyboard, hands, and faces of all participants.

4) Videos are submitted as links to video hosting YouTube.  The links are included in the field “video links” in the online application form.

Each video file should contain the full title of the composition being performed, the last name of the composer (and, in case of an arrangement, - the last name of the author of the arrangement), names of the performers and the Competition сategory.

7. Jury of the competition
1) The evaluation of participants of the competition is done by professional jury comprising representatives of Yekaterinburg, other regions of Russia, and other countries.  Jury members are merited artists, renown musicians, teachers of specialized educational institutions.

2) Jury president – Professor, Doctor of Arts, Merited artist of Russia, Doctor of Arts, President of the National Association of Piano Duos, winner of the Moscow Government award Elena Gennadyevna SOROKINA (Russia-USA)
8.   Judgement and participants’ awards
1) In accordance with the decision of the jury, competition participants in   each category and age group are given the following awards (with the corresponding diplomas):

First-prize winner – the winner of the Competition;

Second-prize winner – prize-winner of the Competition;

Third-prize winner – prize-winner of the Competition;

Diploma winner;

Participant (all participants who are not prize or diploma winners).

2) The jury reserves the right to identify the winner of the competition who is awarded a Grand-prix (with the respective diploma and prize).

3) Depending on the results of participants’ auditions, the jury reserves the right:

                    to withhold some awards;
                    to split awards between participants of the competition;


          to make recommendations for the gala-concert participation.
4) Teachers of laureates are awarded a diploma “For best pedagogical work."
5) Decisions of the jury are final and cannot be appealed.
9. Conditions of the competition organization and participation
1) For participation in the competition, an online application must be submitted no later than April 15, 2021. The application form can be found on the Competition website k.glinka1935.ru. 
2) The Organizational Committee reserves the right to make changes to the Regulations of the Competition.
